The	Russian	
played	very	hard,	but	fair,	and	even	though	they	lost	to	
us	they	were	very	friendly	after	the	match.	In	the	final	
match	against	the	Spanish	team,	which	during	the

Although	they	were	a	little	older	and	overweight,	their	
superior	skills	were	apparent,	and	we	got	killed.
